Common EDH Costco questions
Why so close to the Folsom Costco? Folsom store is ómaxedô out for existing customers. 
Costco knows where their members live ï 50,000 members live near the EDH site (EDH, 
Cameron Park, Rescue, Shingle Springs, Latrobe and ï Folsom).

Why canôt they put it ósomewhereô else? Silva Valley is a Class A interchange. EDH 
Blvd/Latrobe Rd is not an option. Bass Lake Rd, Cambridge Rd, Cameron Park Dr, 
Ponderosa Rd, Shingle Springs would require $50-$70 million interchange improvements. 

Why this particular property? Current Site is already Zoned Regional Commercial/Big Box. 
Other sites would require rezone. Placerville sites not suited for existing number of Costco 
Members (population of 10,000). Missouri Flat Rd interchange capacity issues. 

No other Costco stores are this close together ï Sites in Fresno and multiple sites in San 
Diego are 3 - 6 miles apart.

No other Costco Stores have multi-level parking facilities, or multi-level warehouse stores ï 
New York, New Jersey, Mexico, Asia all have parking garages, or multi-level warehouse 
stores.

Rossmore Lane

Previously approved self storage 
project

60 +/- separate Hobby Condos ranging from 
825 sq. ft. to 1375 sq. ft. The average height of 
the buildings will be 25 feet high. The Hobby 
Condos have high ceilings, roll-up doors as well 
as man-doors. Optional finishes will include 
epoxied/decorative floors, mezzanines, car 
lifts, work benches, and shelving. No 
residential occupancy, including any overnight 
occupancy, will be permitted, and no Hobby 
Condo will have kitchen facilities.

EDH Hobby Condos - Rossmore Lane is planned as a 60 +/- unit FLEX storage condominium project on 5. 55 

gross acres on an unaddressed parcel east of Rossmore Lane. The property is encumbered with 3.25 acres of 

easements for PG&E poles/overhead transmission lines and roadways. The net buildable acreage is 2.30 acres. 

The overall property will be comprised of five (5) single-story buildings roughly 62,575 +/- square feet, consisting 

of the office fronting Rossmore Lane, controlled site access gates adjacent to the office and to the north and 

south, Hobby Condos located adjacent and behind the new office/entry gates and anticipated parking areas within 

the PG&E easement. The buildings will be enclosed by masonry walls and or decorative metal fencing. The 

Hobby Condos will be available for sale and or lease. An HOA will be established to enforce the CCR's, manage 

the property, maintain the roads, exteriors, lounge, etc. The CCR's purpose is to regulate allowable uses in the 

Hobby Condos. Requested project entitlements are as follows: 1. An approved Tentative Map to subdivide the 

property into: a. Hobby Condo condominium map
